PICK-UP TIME REMINDER   With holiday shopping and very busy schedules, please remember that preschool children are to be picked up at 12:00PM for traditional classes and 1:30PM for extended day classes and 1:15PM for PS 1’s and 2’s. COLD WEATHER REMINDER Children should come to school prepared for Colorado’s changeable weather (coats, hats, mittens, and boots).  The children will have outside activities every day, except during inclement or extremely cold weather.  Please label all clothing and boots with your child’s name.
